Flu season is coming, Vaccines are available 
from the 2nd April 2024. 

 

Pharmac Eligibility Criteria: 
For the 2024 flu season, the flu vaccine is free 
for the following groups: 
 Individuals 65 years old and over 
 People under 65 who have chronic long 

term health conditions and are vulnerable 
becoming very sick from the flu 

This means that if you fall into either of these  
categories, you can receive the flu vaccine at no 
cost. 

Additional Information: 
If you don’t meet the funded 
criteria, don’t worry! You can 
still get a flu vaccination, but 
there will be a cost associated 
with it. 
To arrange an appointment, 
please give Bulls Medical 
Centre a call on 
063221222 

Remember, getting 
vaccinated is an 
essential step in         protect-
ing yourself and others during 
the flu    season. Stay well! !
